The reporting requiremenis for referral to FSA include:

¢ Al medical oncology and haematology referrals

- Reporting against waii-time bands for categories 1 to 4

e Reporiing on volumes for category 5 (advice anly).

Reporting requirements — from Decision io Treat fo Treatment

The reporting requirements for decision 1o treat to treatment include:
e All medical oncology and haematology patients who receive

chemotherapy
All parenteral (IV and subcutaneous) therapies requiring a day stay visit
o Reporting against wait-iime bands
» Froviding reasons for delays for patients who wait between 4 io 6 weeks
and greater than 6 weeks using the exception codes,

The reporting requirements do not include:

® Oral therapies

® Parenteral therapies not requiring a day stay visit

® In-patient administered chemotherapy

® Chemotherapy provided for non-cancer conditions.
